Purpose

If they have been diagnosed with
congenital or childhood onset myotonic
dystrophy type 1  
Are between 0-17 years old 

Your child is eligible

for this study:

Participation in a remote study visit where
we will ask questions about your child’s
myotonic dystrophy and evaluate your
child’s strength and more using special
tools 
Answering questions about your child's
mood, behavior, sleep, and more
Blood collection

What will be asked of

you and your child: 

A toolkit will be mailed to your home
which contains everything you need to
participate
·No need to travel! However, there will
be options to participate in an in-person
study visit or a repeat remote study visit
